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It is the first starfing space for visitors to face at B39 and has amenities, with-a
Multimedia Hall (MMH), Bunker, Air Gallery, Cafe/Resto and Pollution Control Room
located on the first floor.

These spaces have been transformed info a blend of technology, people, culture
and art by reconstructing the landscapes of people burning garbage and the
machines that were handling it

It is equipped with a large screen of L: 87xW:4.7m,
9400 ANSI-level projectors, and sound equipment,
and can accommodate more than 100people.
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A bunker surrounded by a 39m high
concrete wall for a party, a club, an
exhibition hall

It used fo serve as a garbage repository, which
became the best iconic place in Bucheon Art
Bunker B39, and the origin of “B39" came from
this space.

The height of 39m from the basement is very
magnificent and the bridge from the lobby on the
first floor to the MMH Hall passes through the
bunker and can accommodate about 80 people.

The original wall was demolished, the
interior and exterior of the building was
designed to be viewed from the 29 floor,
and the space can accommodate about
80 people.
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B39 Cafe/Resto : Facilities for
visitors

In the past, it used fo be a rather dark
hallway passing through the machine room,
but now it is built as a convenience facility for
visifors fo create a bright afmosphere.

Visitors can enjoy special teas and brunch,
and appreciate the artists’ works. It is also
used as a space for seminars and meetings.
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Preserved space for the incinerator
of the past

It is the place where exhaust gases generated
during the process of incineration of garbage
were sentf fo each facility, and the incinerator
was closed due to dioxin levels exceeding the
standard level generated here.

[t has been designated as a "preservation
space” and remains infact, and it is used as a
filming location for movies and commercials as
well as exhibitions of works.
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The second floor was the spaceé for employees to operate the incinerator such as the employee’s

lounge, the main control room, and so on.lf is currently used as an office in charge of the operation
and management of B32 and as a studio for education

room and rental space. The electric
cabinefs and a crane control room maintain the appearance of facilities in the past which are
used as exhibition spaces.
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Art Bunker B39’s Office

This space was used as a toolroom with work fools
for the operation and maintenance of facilities.

Currently, it is used as an office for employees who
operate and manage Art Bunker B39..
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A long corridor and the crane control room
at its end

The crane control room is located at the end of about
12 m of its corridor, and is the space for adjusting the
crane af the fop of the ash bunker.

This place was responsible for pumping ash from the
ash bunker and transferring it to the landfill.
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In the old incinerator electric room,
now an art hall for everyone

The electrical facilities of the incinerator were
contained, and the denaturation and distribution
of electricity were managed in the space.

This context is followed by the display of various
arfistic transformers, such as publishing art,
projectfion mapping and media art related fo

electronic devices.
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A space that shows the process of
incineration and the history of incinerators

The Main Confrol Room was used to regulate all
facilities and operations in the incinerator and there is
still equipment and machinery which can be viewed
and the machine still works although it is not currently
used. This serves as a small museum representing
the history and values of the incinerator.
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From 3 floor to 5™ floor of B39 building, some non-open areas have a natural appedrance by
leaving the old incinerator infact but it is not open fo the public yet fully.
At the entrance of third floor, there are three rooms and corridors which is neWrused as
exhibition spaces partially, and you can also see a tremendous gas wash fower and water
fanks on the right side of the floor.
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The 3 floor and 4" floor were used for the exhaust gas freatment system of the rubbish
sforage in the past. There still remains an electric precipitator, water tanks, wash towers, and
the plumbing inside.

Currently, the dark and quiet feeling of some areas of third floor inspires genre artsuch as
sci-fi, mystery, and horror, and are increasingly popular as locations for music videos,
commercials and fashion, film and some TV series.

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From 3™ floor fo 5™ floor of B39 building, some non-open areas have a natural appearance by
leaving the old incinerator infact but it is not open to the public yet fully.

It has a similar layout fo the 3rd floor with three rooms and corridors which was used for the
laundry-room;, a buffer area, and the warehouse and there is a cooling fower that is located
oufside.

Currently, only remnants of the pillar of the cooling tower remain, and the preservation space
connected to the third floor is located inside affer passing through the cooling fower area.
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From 3rd floor to bth floor of B39 building, some non-open areas have a

nafural appearance by leaving the old incinerator intact but it is not open
fo the public yet fully.

It's a long hallway surrounding the entire 5™ floor, a crane control reom,
and a bunker ferrace overlooking the underground.
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On the roof of the sixth floor, there is an adsorption tower that cleans
and adsorbs the filtered impurities of the incinerator, from which
you can overlook the downtown of Bucheon City.

The rooffop can be also regarded as a potential place for various
performances or filming locations in the future.
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
